She confirmed that the proposed disabled parking space outside the Village Stores will not be made. She also reported that she is to attend a site meeting with a manager from Dorset County Council who is involved with the project.

· County Cllr. Mrs Haynes confirmed that the contracts regarding the bus services have been re-negotiated for April 2011 and the use of free bus passes will not be restricted in the early morning. Chairman Mrs Falkingham, who is the Transport Representative for the Parish Council, will return comments on the Consultation on the Bournemouth, Poole, Dorset Joint Local Transport Plan.
